You will need 

Knitcraft Cotton Blend: Hot Pink (Yarn A); Mustard (Yarn B); White (Yarn C)  

5mm crochet hook 

Embroidery needle 

Scissors 

 

Abbreviations 

st(s) - stitch(es) 

ss – slip stitch 

ch – chain stitch 

DC – double Crochet 

HTR – half Treble Crochet

Tension  

Approx. 10cm by 10cm - 16 sts by 12 rows in HTR tapestry crochet 

Pattern notes 

This pattern is worked bottom up. Use the chart and written instructions to create the tapestry crochet 
design.  
 
Tapestry crochet 

Tapestry crochet enables you to create coloured patterns within your crochet work. You will have more than 
one active yarn colour at any one time. The yarn colours which are NOT being used to work the current 
stitch are carried within your work by working the new stitch(es) over the top of them. 

When changing colour pick up the new yarn colour on the last yarn over from the previous HTR stitch. 

For example, to work a stitch in YARN A (Hot Pink) followed by a stitch in YARN B (Mustard): 

 

With YARN A, yarn over, insert hook into next stitch, yarn over and pull up a loop, drop YARN A, yarn over 
with YARN B and pull through all 3 loops. You are now ready to work your next stitch with YARN B (the next 
stitch will now be worked over the top of YARN A yarn to carry the yarn not being used along your work). 

 



To ensure that all yarns lay flat within your work, gently pull the non-active yarn before changing colour. 

 

Using the chart as a guide, do NOT fasten off yarn colours at the end of the row if they are used again in the 
following row. Simply bring the yarn strands around as you turn your work and continue to work over the 
top of them in the following round. 

 

If a row starts with a different yarn colour to that which finished the previous row, change colour with the 
last yarn over in the previous row. 

Pattern 

With YARN A, ch31. 

Row 1 (WS): With YARN A, HTR in 3rd ch from the hook (the skipped ch2 does not count as a st), HTR in each 
st across, turn. (29 sts) 

 

Row 2 (RS): With YARN B, ch1 (does not count as a st throughout), HTR 3, with YARN A, HTR 7, with YARN B, 
HTR 9, with YARN A, HTR 7, with YARN B, HTR 3, turn. 

 

Row 3: Repeat Row 2 

 

Row 4: With YARN B, ch1, HTR 3, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 1, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, 
HTR 4, with YARN A, HTR 1, with YARN B, HTR 4, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 1, with YARN A, HTR 
3, with YARN B, HTR 3, turn. 

 

Row 5: With YARN B, ch1, HTR 2, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 3, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, 
HTR 2, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 2, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 3, with YARN A, HTR 
3, with YARN B, HTR 2, turn. 

 

Row 6: With YARN A, ch1, HTR 4, with YARN B, HTR 5, with YARN A, HTR 11, with YARN B, HTR 5, with YARN 
A, HTR 4, turn. 

 

Row 7: With YARN A, ch1, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 7, with YARN A, HTR 9, with YARN B, HTR 7, with YARN A, 
HTR 3, turn. 

 

Row 8: With YARN A, ch1, HTR 2, with YARN B, HTR 9, with YARN A, HTR 7, with YARN B, HTR 9, with YARN A, 
HTR 2, turn. 

 



Rows 9 - 10: Repeat Row 8. 

 

Row 11: With YARN A, ch1, HTR 2, with YARN B, HTR 4, with YARN A, HTR 1, with YARN B, HTR 4, with YARN 
A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 1, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 4, with YARN A, HTR 1, with YARN B, 
HTR 4, with YARN A, HTR 2, turn. 

 

Row 12: With YARN A, ch1, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 2, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 2, with YARN 
A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 3, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, HTR 2, with YARN A, HTR 3, with YARN B, 
HTR 2, with YARN A, HTR 3, turn. 

 

Row 13: With YARN B, ch1, HTR 1, with YARN A, HTR 11, with YARN B, HTR 5, with YARN A, HTR 11, with 
YARN B, HTR 1, turn. 

 

Row 14: With YARN B, ch1, HTR 2, with YARN A, HTR 9, with YARN B, HTR 7, with YARN A, HTR 9, with YARN 
B, HTR 2, turn. 

 

Row 15: With YARN B, ch1, HTR 3, with YARN A, HTR 7, with YARN B, HTR 9, with YARN A, HTR 7, with YARN 
B, HTR 3, turn. 

 

Rows 16-21: Repeat Rows 2 – 7. Fasten off YARN B at the end of Row 21. 

 

Row 22: With YARN A, ch1, HTR across, fasten off YARN A. 

Weave in ends and block before adding the border.  



 

 

Border 

With RS facing, ss YARN C to top right-hand corner, ch1 (does not count as a st), DC 1 in same st. DC across 
the top, (DC 1, ch1, DC 1) in corner, DC approx. 27 evenly down the side, (DC 1, ch1, DC 1) in corner, DC 
across the bottom, (DC 1, ch1, DC 1) in corner, DC approx. 27 evenly up the side, to finish DC 1, ch1 in corner 
space and ss to top of 1st DC. Fasten off and weave in the ends. Block again if necessary.  
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
